Business School in Cergy-Pontoise. Samir Ould Ali is 47 years 
old. He is also a Knight of the Order of Academic Palms (2021). 
 
He began his career in 2003 as a human resources, 
classifications and compensation policy manager at Servair S.A. 

(Air France Group), at Roissy-Charles-de-Gaulle airport. 
 
He will be a full member of the executive management team at Institut Mines-Télécom. He will 
participate in the College of School Directors and lead the network of secretary-generals from 
IMT schools. He will attend meetings of the Board of Directors in an advisory capacity. He will 
contribute to the implementation of the establishment's strategic orientations and development. 
He will also lead IMT’s operations and management.
